What's the best time to

make du’a?

1. Dua in the last third of the night (the time before dawn):

Most of the creation are in deep sleep during this night, while a true worshiper is awake, earnestly praying to Allah and making Dua. In fact Allah Himself comes down to His
servant, and opens for Him the doors of Mercy and Forgiveness. He comes down to meet their needs and to relieve their distress.
The Prophet (PBUH) said:
“Our Lord descends every night, during the last third of it, to skies of this world, and asks:
“Who will call upon Me, that | may Answer him[or her]?”
“Who will ask of Me, that | May give him [or her]?”
“Who will seek My forgiveness, that | may forgive him?” [Bukhari # 1145 & Sahih Jami #8021]
So if you want your dua be answered, this is one of the best time to ask. But if you're sleeping at this time, listen what Abu Bakr Al-Tartushi said: “He is not a wise man who has a

need to Allah, yet he sleeps away his need at night.” [Al-Hilali Pg. 47]

2. Dua between the Adhan and Igamabh:

This is one of the best times for the prayer to be accepted, and yet, many of us don't take advantage of it.
Five times every day, while you're waiting to pray, make dua. Between the adhan and igamah, you are given the opportunity to make Dua,

and ask Allah whatever you want in this Dunya and Akhirah.

The Prophet (PBUH) said:
" A dua offered between the adhan and iqgamah is not rejected.
Therefore, offer your dua’s (at this time).” [Abu Dawud # 521, Tirmidhi #212, or Sahih Jami #2408]

3. Dua When it Rains:

This is the time when the blessings of Allah descend from the Heavens.

And so it is also one of the times when the dua of a worshiper is accepted.

The Prophet (PBUH) said:
“Two are the duas are never returned...
the dua made when the prayer is being called,
and at the time of rainfall.” [Abu Dawud # 3540, Hakim #2/114, and Sahih Jami # 3078]
